Listed below are a few guidelines to ensure that all clubs/organizations are on the same page throughout the
school year.

1. All sponsors should lead current members in active recruiting campaigns. Informational meetings and
election of officers should be finalized during this time.

2. Club/organization rosters must be submitted to the school administration before the first meeting.
Rosters must include:

a. Student name, grade & parent emergency contact

3. If applicable, tentative fundraising calendar for the semester must be submitted. The fundraiser calendar
must contain the date, description and primary supervisor of the expected fundraiser.
4. Sponsors must submit a Fundraising Activity Request form for each endeavor. Requests must be approved
before the start of sales/event promotion.
5. All sponsors must provide direct supervision of club members during meetings, activity periods and
fundraising activities. Adult supervision is a must, student club leaders may not supervise.
6. Take role at the start of every meeting. If a student is absent and you were not notified by the school or a
parent:
a. Contact the homeroom/focus teacher to see if the student was sent to carpool by mistake or was
absent.
b. If the teacher cannot be reached, call the office (150) or Dean of Restorative Practices (120).
If the student cannot be found at pick up, administration will call the parent/guardian to ask if
they were picked up.
d. If the student was not picked up by the parent/guardian, administration will page the building
and perform an all school sweep.
e. If the child is still not found, the Mineral County Sheriff’s office will be notified and school
protocol for a missing student will be followed.
7. Clubs/Organizations meeting during a lunch period must have prior written notification from the sponsor
before they may leave the Commons area.
8. Elementary Only: A parent/guardian sign out is required.
9. All student departures must be accounted for by the Sponsor.
10. All clubs/organizations are to review the non-discrimination statement on the New Club/Organization
Request Form.
